Our ‘COVID Cocoon’ Project - Reminder 
In the weeks following Easter, some of us at Seacliff Uniting thought 
that the metaphor of ‘metamorphosis’ with the caterpillar, cocoon and 
butterfly might be helpful as we struggle to emerge from the ‘COVID 
Cocoon’ in which we have now lived for several months. 

Arising from this, several people in the congregation have felt drawn to 
produce a series of Media Resources. These consist of short (5-10 
minute) Videos containing a particular perspective and questions for 
individual reflection or small group discussion, together with 
accompanying Scripts (i.e. written materials). We will publish 3 Videos 
and Scripts initially, with others added progressively in the weeks 
ahead, towards the end of June.
